Upon request, WSSB will participate in individualized education program team meetings convened by school districts. This
will increase staff time to participate but at this time do not know the fiscal impact as we do not know the number of
meetings we will be requested to participate in. In addition, if students are referred for services, the impact could be
increased enrollment and/or the need for services of itinerant Teachers of the Visually Impaired (TVI). If services surpass
capacity, the school will seek additional funding through the decision package process, if needed.
